Воспитывать у учащихся культуру обращения с отходами, знания об экологической безопасности, воспитывать ответственность за чистоту окружающей природы. Учить понимать природу, бережно относиться к ней. Воспитывать экологически грамотного человека.

Развивающая цель: развивать способности к сравнению, формулированию выводов из полученной  информации.

Образовательная цель: обобщение знаний о состоянии экологической среды

Учебные цели: совершенствование лексических навыков, развитие монологической речи.

Языковой и речевой материал: лексика раздела "  Help the Earth” ,                         структура used to V.

Методы: работа в микрогруппах, метод эвристического исследования, метод проектов, наглядно-иллюстративный метод.

Оснащение: мультимедийный проектор

Ход урока:

1) Организационно-психологический момент
В начале урока просмотр фильма "Autumn in England"(2 мин.)
Teacher: Good afternoon children. I am happy to see you. We have begun our lesson with watching a film. Can you tell me what feelings you have experienced? 

Watching this film: peace, danger, wariness, joy? Did you want to cry or to be quiet and listen to the sounds of nature?

Pupil1 I wanted to listen to the sounds of nature, enjoy the beauty of landscapes. And what country do you think this film is about?

P1.  Russia

P2. England

P3.  America

T  And where are these countries?

P4.  They are on the Earth.

Today we will talk about our planet the Earth. Imagine that we are participants in a conference about our planet and its problems. You have been divided into groups beforehand. Each group has examined one of environmental problems. You will present your projects. The jury (pupils from form 10) will appreciate the

The chairman of the conference: Hello, I am Yegor  Pashenko, the chairman of this conference.(Reads the poem» Hug the Earth»The Earth is a garden.

It’s a beautiful place

For all living creatures

For all the human race.

Helping Mother Earth 

We can peacefully roam

We all deserve a place

We can call our home.

What does this poem speak about?

Can you call your region a beautiful garden?

The people of my region used to call my town «a beautiful garden» Unfortunately; the situation is changing nowadays Masha Medinets, what ecological problem worries you and your teammates?
Masha(Shows the first slides)  :This is our beautiful planet. And now look here. Dust.  Mountains of wastes everywhere. Soon there will not be any more places free of it. We are very worried when people throw away litter. It is known that in one year a European family with two children throws away about 50 kilos of paper. That is six trees. If there are no trees our health is damaged. I do not like how recycling is organized in my home town. Many things that we throw away

can still be useful. In fact it is possible to recycle 80% of domestic rubbish. We can recycle most kinds of paper, glass, metal. But we are not used to recycling waste products. Only 4% of recyclable material is actually recycled. (The other slides" Things from rubbish."It is possible to give the second life to it: Rubber-autohoses. Glass-glasses. Newspaper-boxes. And there are a lot of such examples)These days, nearly everything is packed in paper or plastic containers. Unfortunately, some of packaging does not reach the bins. It becomes litter instead. If people did not drop so much litter, our streets would be much cleaner. How long do you think litter lasts? Look at this table and memorize these facts.(Slide "How long  litter lasts")People should do something about litter before it is too late. We ask you:"Do not spoil the gardens-do not leave litter. Take your litter home. Recycle old newspapers. Donate your small things".
The chairman:  Thanks. And what about other groups? What is the most urgent ecological problem in your opinion?
The leader of the second team:  My name is Semyen Khristenko To my mind the problem of water pollution should draw people`s attention and my teammates agree with me. Seas and oceans cover about 70% of the surface of the Earth. It is a great amount of water and it seams that there is no need to worry about it However only 3% of the Earth`s water is fresh drinking water. That is why we are worried. Near my granny`s house in Vodniy village there is a pond. It is badly polluted now.(Shows the slide)As you see the banks of the pond are full of wastes. My Granny says the water in the pond used to be drinkable but now it is  dangerous even to swim in this pond. And now look at this slide. Do you know where this place is? Unfortunately, it is the bank of the Kalaus river. Do you like fishing?(slide)Do you think there are more fishes in the Kalaus now  than it used to be?   (One of the participants of the conference: There are less fishes. My Dad enjoys fishing and often says that people have killed fish.)
Semyen  : And now look at this slide and compare 1999 and 2011.More  and more kinds of fishes are becoming rare. People throw tins and paper into the Kalaus.  Nothing can live or grow in the polluted water now. The water is not blue but brown with rubbish floating in it. If people had not polluted the river, it would have been full of fishes.  What can we do to save fish and ourselves?
(Slide. We must: Clean the banks of rivers .Hold action «Clean water». Fight against poaching.)
 The chairman: And what about air pollution? Is it worth being worried about?

The participant of the conference: My name is Ivan. I and my teammates are sure that air pollution is a very serious problem. Our town suffers from air pollution which affects human health and the environment Polluted air causes cancer, bronchitis, pneumonia and other serious health problems. To reduce air pollution people should use public transport. Too many people use their own cars and their fumes spoil the air. And then a lot of people smoke and pollute the air. If I were the President of our country I would ban smoking.(Poster:"Stop smoking. Stop using poisonous gases. Do not cut down forests.")
The chairman: What are we doing to save the Earth?

The leader of the third team: Luckily, many people realize now that we must look after the nature. Groups of people who care about the environment spend their free time clearing up litter from the banks of rivers .They hold "clear up days " in the parks and forests We must understand that pollution  kills nature, a lot of plants, birds, animals and insects  become instinct. I would like you to pay more attention to the place we live in. The nature of Stavropol region is unique. Scientists call it "an outdoor museum" . Most kinds of flora and fauna of Stavropol region are endemichni for the Russian Federation. To save endangered plants and animals national parks and reserves were founded on the territory of Stavropol region. Here are some of them:(slides)"Mali Esentuchok"-the area is 1638 sq km, rare plants - peons, rare trees- oak-grab forests, rare birds- owls, white-headed sips . "Irgaklinski"-ecosystem is semi-desert and desert."Russki les"-address: Stavropol, was founded in 1974, has a lot of springs, rivers and lakes. It is a protected territory. In1999 "Burukshunski" reserve was founded in Ipatovski district. The aim of this reserve is to save and reproduce endangered animals such as the hare, the fox, the wild boar. Special attention is payed to such birds as grey ducks, herons, grey partridges, geese. They like Ipatovski climate but now they have fewer places to live in because of people`s activities.(poster "Stop killing animals. Leave wild flowers for other to enjoy. Leave the place clean. Put out food for wild animals and birds in winter")
The chairman: Thanks. Do you know where the first national park was founded?

Pupil: America was the first country in starting up National Parks, beginning with

Yellowstone in 1872.It is situated in the Rocky Mountains. Its territory is more than 898.000 hectares. The park contains more than 3.000 geysers and hot springs. There are lakes , canyons and caves on its huge territory.1870 kinds of plants grow in Yellowstone Park. Such rare plant as Abronia ammophila can be found only on the banks of Lake Yellowstone. Yellowstone Park is rich in wildlife of all kinds. There you can find about 60 kinds of mammals such as the wolf, the bison, the bear, the lynx.311 kinds of rare birds including the bald eagle can be found in Yellowstone. In Britain the first national park was founded in 1949.It is the  Lake District in the northwest of England. The Lake District is one of the most beautiful and attractive places in Britain. It has the longest lake and the highest mountain in England. There are 23 national parks in Russia. Losiny Ostrov is the first one. It was founded in 1983.

It is in the north-east of Moscow. Its ecology-home to48 kinds of animals and 200 kinds of birds –is enjoyed by naturalists and tourists.

The first aim of national parks is to protect nature, the second aim is to allow people to enjoy nature as home to trees, flowers, animals and birds.
